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G.  Good afternoon Ones…today is April 2, 2010 and Ed is here and he would like to ask you a question.

 
E.  Yes…Happy Easter weekend, which is what my question is about…having any number of friends and family who are very traditional Christian oriented believers, I’m wondering if you could make some comment that might help build a bridge between Georgia’s and my and our understandings of Spiritual values and Christianity, and specifically whether it seems appropriate to respectfully communicate to Christians about this holiday…very much like sending a Christmas card or Easter card or some recognition of the importance of this in their belief system.

 
The Ones:   Well you have asked several questions.  They are rather different.  This is going to be a personal matter for you…what you do…if you are moved to send Easter greetings of some sort because of your feelings for others; you might wish to do that.  The challenge is, from our viewpoint, to find common ground so that your greeting is meaningful from you.  Of course this is the challenge that you are feeling all along.  We cannot put words on a card for you and have it be truly from you.  And so, you are in a position of stretching, of contemplating your relationship to others who have certain Christian beliefs.

 
Perhaps it is a matter of attempting to figure out what it is you wish to say…what it is you feel…what you are attempting to acknowledge or communicate on a very simple level.

 
Well, we know you are a wordsmith and you can express yourself well in words and Brilliant comments.  So, we would encourage you to be creative…to ask for guidance…to pay attention to receiving guidance and see what you can create.  It will be a growth process for you.

 
Now, we are not really sure you asked an initial question or rather stated your particular state of mind in thinking about this Easter weekend, this holiday and how to relate to it.  Perhaps you could restate that part of your inquiry.

 
E.  My understanding of the Christian belief system involves the central figure of Jesus and these stories and reports surrounding this, and the celebrations that Christians have at this time of the year as especially meaningful to them…as the birth of their savior as they understand it…

 
Ones:  We wonder if you misstated your question there…is it more the resurrection, rather than the birth...

 
E. True…the resurrection, I’m sorry.  That’s obvious. Yeah…and it’s this resurrection that is being celebrated, and for people who are traveling a different belief system, if indeed the path that I’m traveling is a belief system or just a conglomerate of thoughts and ideas that have grown…there seems to be for me to be a problem in how to respectfully say to someone, particularly family or friends, that I respect your belief…I don’t share it.  Maybe that is all that needs to be said by way of greeting.  I just don’t see a bridge or a common ground that relates to this holiday and the spiritual beliefs as I’ve come to understand it.

 
The Ones:  Well, we have a clearer idea of what you are contemplating.  One can always telepathically say what you feel from your heart.  You may not be able to, in real time in words state some of your beliefs at this time to relate to others who are on another path with other beliefs.  It is fiiiine, as Denis would say.  

 
There are so many paths being walked in your world.  One does not have to acknowledge all of them and cannot even do that.  However, this will not satisfy your mind as we sense it.  And perhaps what you might do is think about the situation…your beliefs…others’ beliefs from a more bird’s eye view rather than a personal or even Earthly view.

 
Now, what we mean by this is - each path that is walked brings experience…brings opportunity for learning…for growing…for developing oneself.  Even though you have religions, codified religious groups of various kinds supporting this Easter holiday, even they do not agree totally with one another.  Each individual’s path is unique and so if you have a million beings on this path, you have a million variations of this path…of what this path means to that individual. 

You have fewer number of organized religions stating what these paths mean according to their likes, but still, it is the individual that is living with certain beliefs, and interpreting them, and integrating them.  And so, you see a variety of experiences.  You see that some are inspired, uplifted, appreciative, desirous of more spiritual values, inspired to live a better life walking these paths.  They find a nourishment. They find an enrichment from this path.  It is useful to them at this time.

 
Now, that you do not find the same kind of experience is understandable for you do not have similar beliefs, and so it becomes, perhaps a story and you have a disinterested relationship to it for it does not resonate with you.  You are on a different path that has more resonance for you, and your path also may provide some of these nourishments that the Easter path provides for others.

 
Further, an individual may walk a path for a certain length of time in their life…perhaps a childhood time in their life, and then they go onto another path and walk that path for the meaning they find there and the nourishment they find there.  And it is fine to walk these different paths to see what one can learn.

 
And so, one might be appreciative that others are attempting to find meaning in their lives, appreciation in their lives and wish to live more uplifting lives.

 
Now, there are some, of course, who are mainly giving lip service.  They follow rituals, but they do not understand the meaning of them.  They do not truly integrate them into their lives, their personal reflections and behavior patterns and thought patterns.  And so, it is superficial and not very meaningful.  This often happens, not just in religious contexts but other contexts as well, for many in your world are truly like sheep drifting through lives, following others, but not understanding in any great depth.

 
So from this bird’s eye view, one can appreciate the upliftment that is reached with this holiday.  It is useful to have upliftment in one’s life particularly when your world is so challenged.  It is really fiiine that others do not understand what we talk about, what you may use in your personal life.  It is not a requirement for living an uplifted life.  There are many paths.  

 
Of course the path we are on has, from our viewpoint, an uplifting influence on all other paths.  It is more universal, let’s say.  And, as we do this strengthening of fundamental energy, to some extent we assist others on their paths.  We have built…

 
Well, let’s change that.  It is not building a bridge.  It is activating one that is already there.  We are not separated, not really.
